B. Madison’s Argument

1. Separation of Powers Will Prevent Tyranny
a. Bi-Cameral Legislature will weaken Congress’ ability to pass laws

b. President will be weakened by two other branches who can check that person’s power
c. Independent Judiciary will protect rights of minority from Federal Encroachment 
2. Checks and Balances allow each branch to keep the other in line: “Each branches ambition will cancel out the others’
